2011 BIRR & DISTRICT MOTOR CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP 
DRAFT REGULATIONS

1. Eligibility: Each fully paid up member of Birr & District Motor Club is eligible to score points in the championship.  Completed Registration Forms must be submitted prior to the 1st Scoring Round. Registration is Free.
Rounds: All Birr & District Motor Club promoted events from December 25, 2010 to December 24, 2011. Any Birr & District Motor Club events whose dates are altered will still qualify. In the 2011 club championship, members can score on three extra events not promoted by Birr & District Motor Club. 
For the championship year ending December 24, 2011, the following are the outside rounds for Birr & District Motor Club Championship: Carrick on Suir MC Forestry Rally, Cork Startrek Navigation Trial, Castle & Galway Autocross (G.S), Skibereen Carberry Navigation Trial, Midland November Navigation Trial, Clare Stages, Circuit of Munster, Laois & Midland Stages Rallies 2011.

2. Awards: 1st, 2nd & 3rd Overall Club Championship. Special Awards for Speed Champion (Rallies & Autocross), Autocross Champion, Navigation Championship (Treasure Hunt & Navigation Trials). Overall award winners are not entitled to receive Special Awards.  To qualify for the 2011 Birr & District Motor Club championship, competitors MUST marshal on One Event Run in the Birr & District Motor Club 2011 Championship other than a club event. Other Awards may be presented at the Clubs Discretion.

3. Scoring: Drivers: Each driver's best 5 scores to count towards his/her total points in that section. Navigators: Each navigator's best 5 scores to count towards his/her total points in that section. Overall points will be awarded as follows: 15 points for 1st overall, 14 points for 2nd overall, 13 points for 3rd overall,  etc down to 12th place (or lower) overall, who will each receive 4 points. Non-Finishers will be awarded 1 point overall for starting the event. A Birr & District Motor Club member who wins the event outright scores a bonus overall point. Club members not competing on a Birr & District Motor Club championship event, will get 3 points when they marshal on that event in the club Championship and/or any of the outside rounds.

4. Ties: Overall Ties will be resolved by (a), then the tie will be decided by first to score highest points. Class ties will be decided by Best Score on the final round, or if not resolved by this method, then by count back i.e. second last round, then third last etc.

5. Clerks of the Course: Each Clerks of the Course of a 2011 Birr & District Motor Club championship event, will score a maximum of 15 points in whichever category (driver or navigator) they wish, provided the event caters for that category. Competitors may only score this way once in the 2011 Birr & District Motor Club Championship.

6. Classification: Birr & District Motor Club members will be classified by the current Birr & District Motor Club Championship Registrar, or by Birr & District Motor Club director-approved committee decision.
 
7. Promotion:  A Birr & District Motor Club member who receives an award on two consecutive years in the championship, will be promoted up a grade. The Club Championship Registrar/Committee reserve the right to promote or demote any member due to outstanding results.

8. Competitors: A competitor in the 2011 Birr & District Motor Club Championship may look for a review of his/her grade in the championship provided they make contact with the Club Championship Registrar by letter or email within one week (seven days) of the first publication of their current grade on the club website. (www.birrmotorclub.com). The onus is on the competitor to make sure his/her points allocation and grade are correct at all times. 
9. Disputes: Should any disputes arise the Registrars decision will be final in consulation with the Club Directors where nessecary.
